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Omnibus Details 

APPROACH 

• A monthly Omnibus is conducted across WA using WA’s largest online panel comprising more 

than 50,000 active members. 

 

• The data is collected across the third week of each month. 

 

• A total of n=1,016 responses were received for the January 2014 omnibus. 

 

• The data was post-weighted to ABS Census statistics for Age, Gender and Metro / Regional 

population in WA. 

 

• The McCusker Centre for Action on Alcohol and Youth placed seven questions onto the 

January 2014 Omnibus. 

 

 

ANALYSIS 

• Total sample results have been graphed for each question. 

 

• Demographic subgroup results have also been graphed for each question. 

 

• Statistically significant differences between subgroups at the 95% level of confidence are 

denoted using the following symbols:  

– Significantly HIGHER 

– Significantly LOWER
